The announcement that an Ap-

ple Store has been approved for 

the Villages on El Paseo had eve-

ryone smiling on Friday, April 16 

at Mac Sig. A short Q & A led to 

three mini presentations.  

 The first was brought 

about by newer print-

ers having far less ink 

in the cartridge. 

Shirley showed wrap-

pings from two print-

ers cartridges; the older holding 

15 ml and the newer holding 5 ml 

of ink. This lead to a  demonstra-

tion on how to save ink with an 

ink jet printer. First you must en-

sure that the small triangle is 

pointed upward when you choose 

File>Print. After changing 

"Layout" to "Paper Type and 

Quality," change Quality to "Fast 

Draft." You can save this as a pre-

set by going to "Presets" and 

choosing "Save As" and supplying 

a name such as "Draft." Shirley 

said you can't tell the difference 

except for the speed that produces 

your printed product. From then 

on you can choose it from the 

"Presets" pop down menu. If you 

want to go further, you can click 

on "Color Options" and then 

choose Grayscale to allow you to 

print using only the black print 

cartridge which are cheaper than 

color cartridges. She also re-

minded folks that Costco has a 

refill service for about $7 for 

black and a little higher for color. 

Your Mac will tell you that the ink 

is low when you use these refills 

when it really isn't, but it is 

worth listening to the Mac 

complain. 

Kent McDonald also spoke 

about the new Kodak printers 

that are advertised to use less 

ink.  

Shirley mentioned a web-

site that offers an "eco font" 

that has tiny holes in the font. It 

is a free download too to save 

ink. She provided a handout to 

the group, depicting the steps to 

take  with the website address.  

 The second subject 

was the Color Pal-

ette that is part of 

the operating system 

and can be used in 

Mail, TextEdit and the iWork 

suite. She discussed the Crayon 

Palette which is commonly 

used. Then she showed the dif-

ferent hues, tints and shades 

that can be obtained by ma-

nipulating the tiny circle and 

the slider within the Circle Pal-

ette. One can use the magnify-

ing glass in either palette to ob-

tain colors from anywhere on 

the computer and save any 

color to the color chips area 

below. If the chip area is full, 

you can drag a blank chip over 

a colored chip that is no longer 

needed to create more room. 

The handout Shirley provided 

also detailed the differences in 

using the Opacity slider in the 

Inspector Palette as opposed 

the Opacity slider in the Color 

Palette. 

 The last subject 

covered in a hand-

out was a brief ex-

planation of the 

Universal Access 

System Preference 

on how to turn Zoom off and 

on and how to access it  from 

the tool bar. Once Zoom is 

turned on, you can use it by press-

ing the Command-Option-Equal 

key to zoom out to the setting you 

chose in the Preference and Com-

mand-Option-Minus to return to 

the normal display. Handy for 

someone with poor eyesight.  

 Shirley answered a final ques-

tion about setting your printer to 

print to different sized paper. That 

is found in the File>Page Set Up 

menu and you can set a size for a 

recipe card (3"X5") or a larger 

than business size envelope 

(6"X9") or any other size that 

your printer will handle. Just open 

a document and go to File>Page 

Set Up. This opens a window 

where you an choose Paper 

Size>Manage Custom Sizes. From 

the window that follows, all you 

have to do click on the Plus and is 

enter the Paper Size and the Non 

Printable Area (Margins). Unfor-

tunately, Shirley hasn't found a 

way to name the sizes you set up 

so they will be named Untitled 1 

and untitled 2.

There were questions about 

The List and emails that seem to 

be coming from there causing 

problems with a computer. It shut 

down email service and Time 

Warner stopped service. The fol-

lowing day it seemed to function 

fine again after restarting.  Kerry 

Greene suggested scanning after 

problems like this with an anti 

Malware program. One of the best 

is the free MalwareByteôs Anti-

M a l w a r e  f r o m 

www.malwarebytes.org.

Kerry demonstrated how to locate 

it under ñfilesò on the home page 

ï www.groups.yahoo.com/group/

scpd.    

Verizon FIOS service is mak-

ing changes in email service to try 

to reduce spam. This may require 

changes in the port settings de-

pending on what you use for your 

email service. Notices are going to 

users of the service. 

Windows 7 will be using Win-

dows Live Mail to handle email 

from your POP 3 server (Road 

Runner, Verizon, etc.). This is a 

web based service. Microsoft will 

not be supporting Outlook Ex-

press any longer. 

Terry began a discussion of 

Network Neutrality. There is a 

lawsuit now with one company 

trying to control the volume of 

data a party can send.   

We also got into a discus-

sion about inexpensive phone 

service - Magic Jack is an alter-

native to land line phone ser-

vice and runs through your ca-

ble service, and Verizon has a 

special discounted cell phone 

for people over 60 with unlim-

ited calling. 

Kerry Greene talked about 

upgrading your computer and 

improving performance by add-

ing memory. He prefers pur-

chas ing  memory f rom 

ñCrucialò (www.crucial.com) 

because of their guarantees of 

memory compatibility with 

your computer. Memory is the 

part of the computer where the 

activity takes place. It is the 

working area when you view 

web pages or work in a pro-

gram.  Windows 32-bit systems 

can only address about 3.5 GB 

of memory but 64-bit systems 

can use about 8 GB, or up to 

the maximum capacity of the 

Motherboard. At crucial.com 

you can have them scan your 

system and they will tell you 

how much more memory can 

be added, and what it will cost.  

Kerry also talked about 

shutting down some of the 

processes that you donôt need 

to have running all the time as 

another way to speed up your 

computer. Startup Delayer (a 

free download ï just do a 

Google search for it) is a pro-

gram that will help your com-

puter start up faster by letting 

you delay the start of some less 

vital processes. 

Kent McDonald reported on a 

wireless equipment trade show. 

Everything is becoming connected 

to the internet. People, Pets and 

Pallets are all using locator chips. 

There is even a band-aid size de-

vice that can collect your medical 

signs instead of having to be 

wired up in a hospital. This will 

all increase traffic on the internet.   

In three more years there will 

be a trillion devices on-line. Traf-

fic will become 91% video in a 

few years. Personal health records 

are being digitized and about 7% 

are already.  

Google Docs has added a new 

feature that allows multiple people 

to work at the same time on a sin-

gle document. We may look into 

that topic at our next ISIG meet-

ing on Tuesday, May 11th.
