Did you know that you don't 
need to be an "appaholic" and 
buy every application that comes 
along? AppleWorks and Pages 
(in iWork) are full blown word 
processing and page layout ap-
plications but Apple gives you a 
nice little application called 
TextEdit with your Mac and best 
of all it is free and already on 
your Mac. It is a Cocoa applica-
tion, which means that it can do 
some things that AppleWorks, 
can't like use Character Palette.

He had 
brought his own iPhone to dem-
onstrate how he used it and the 
ease with which it worked for 
him. He acknowledged it was an 
expensive phone, but when he 
broke it down into the various 
things that it could do, and the 
pieces of equipment it could re-
place, there was cause for reflec-
tion. 

Lou then showed two QT 
movies produced by Apple, 
which went through each com-
ponent part of iPhone, showing 
how it could be used in different 
venues.  After each QT, there 
were questions and discussion 
on what we had seen.  

At the end of Lou’s presenta-
tion, there was a final Q and A,

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the first twelve months of ser-
vice, but the SCPD discount ap-
pears to apply only to regular 
service and cannot be combined 
with the promotional rates. 

Next, we covered the Internet 
idea known as “mashups.” They 
are typically a Google map that 
displays data such as restaurant 
locations or real estate prices. 
Examples of these would be 
http://toeat.com and the popular 
http://www.zillow.com which 
shows your own home’s price. If 
you are creative, you can go to 
Google>MyMaps and learn how 
to make your own mashup. 

A recurring question about 
file-type association was ad-
dressed next. When you attempt 
to open a file (often an E-mail 
attachment) you may get a Win-
dows File Type dialog asking 
you what application you want 
to associate with this file. Most 
often, this happens because the 
application needed to open it is 
simply missing from the com-
puter. You can find out what ap-
plication is needed by going to 
the web site http://FILExt.com. 
There, you enter the three-
character file extension on the 
web page and it will tell you the 
name of the program needed. 
Then, you can go to the dialog 
window and select the required 
application if it is on your com-
puter. 

Finally, Kerry Greene demon-
strated a nifty free service avail-
able from http://jott.com. It en-
ables your cell phone to record 
voice messages, which are deliv-
ered to your E-mail as voice and/
or text messages. You can also 
designate that a reminder mes-
sage be sent to your cell phone at 
a predetermined time. Kerry es-

 

and Lou then let those who had 
not held an iPhone look at his – 
without pushing any buttons, of 
course.  We left knowing that 
this was more than a telephone.   

I took comfort in the knowl-
edge that it took a couple of hun-
dred brains to put this ‘New Toy 
on the Block’ together, so it was 
okay if my single brain had a 
small panic attack trying to grasp 
how it would learn how to do all 
that iPhone has to offer.

Opening Microsoft Office 
Documents?

 With the advent of Microsoft 
Office 2007, file formats have 
changed in Word PowerPoint 
and Excel documents generated 
by this latest version of Office. 
Many E-mail users are finding 
that they can no longer open 
Word attachments even though 
they have Word on their com-
puter. This problem affects both 
Mac and PC users, in spite of the 
traditional cross-platform com-
patibility of previous versions of 
Office. If someone sends you a 
document generated in the Of-
fice 2007 Word application for-
mat, you need to have the new 
version of Word yourself to open 
the document. (PC users can 
download a free converter pro-
gram from Microsoft as a work-
around. It is called Compatibility 
Pack for 2007 Office System) 
Otherwise, you could request 
that the originator “save as” the 
document in the previous format 
such as Office 2003 before send-
ing it to you. Mac users cannot 
get a converter program from 
Microsoft, but they can translate 
the new files using MacLinkPlus 
version 16 (not free). Or, they 
can buy (soon) Office 2008 for 
the Mac, which is compatible 
with Office 2007 for the PC. 

stuff in Vista, such as the ease of changing icon sizes on the desktop 
and in folders, sorting the Start Menu order of programs to always al-
phabetize, and fun with the new sidebar and adding gadgets to it. One 
of the best new features of Vista is the quick search function, which 
lets you easily find files, folders, pictures and programs rapidly, right 
from the Start Menu. We also had fun with the ‘3-D flip’ function, 
which lets you flip through open windows much like thumbing 
through the pages of a magazine. 

Windows Vista has a whole new way of shutting down and hiber-
nating the computer, and we looked at the various options there, along 
with the lock feature that lets you lock down the computer quickly if it 
is password protected. CAUTION – keep your password written down 
in a safe place, and use the password reset feature built in to Vista for 
emergency password recovery (this must be done when establishing a 
password and will require some form of removable media such as a 
memory stick). 

The subject of device driver problems came up, and it was suggested 
that the Microsoft Knowledge Base could be of some help to 
download the correct drivers. Also, a new Vista system connecting to 
older devices (printers, scanners etc.) may necessitate a visit to the 
product’s Website to get the correct drivers for Vista. 

We are all in a steep learning curve with Vista, and as new informa-
tion and advice comes along, we will share it in Vista classes and at 
the Windows SIGs. The next meeting will be Tuesday, November 
20th at 7:00 pm Bring the new things you have learned about Vista 
and share them with us.
