  If you don't have enough disk 
space, or memory errors occur when 
you use your scanner, try scanning to a 
lower resolution. Most scanners let you 
scan at different resolutions. Image 
resolution is measured in dpi (dots per 
inch), which is sometimes referred to as 
ppi (pixels per inch). As dpi/ppi in-
creases, so do image quality and file 
sizes. How you plan to use the scanned 
image dictates the dpi/ppi level to use. 
Ideally, you can use the following 
guidelines for dpi/ppi settings. If your 
computer is running out of memory or 
hard drive space, however, try a lower 
setting.  
 
Image for email or CRT (cathode-ray 
tube) display: 75dpi/ppi  
 
Image for on-screen LCD display: 
200dpi/ppi  
 
Text documents and medium-quality 
images for printing: 300dpi/ppi  
 
High-quality images for printing: 
600dpi/ppi  
 
High-quality images for enlarging: 
1,200dpi/ppi (may require 100MB or 
more of drive space)
